It all began ten years ago in third grade. I was
eight years old and my mom decided it would be a
good idea to put some money in a special program
called Passport to Israel. Passport to Israel is a bank

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The People of Chelm Want To Know...

The long and rich history of Judaism is so much
more accessible to everyone today, even to the sto-
ried people of Chelm. Members of our Me’ah and
adult education classes have studied this abundant
past and wanted to share what we have learned
with others who might also enjoy it. So this column
was devised and each month there are three ques-
tions, usually from different eras. Most are fairly
difficult questions, and you should be congratulated
for trying to wrestle with any of them. These were
asked in this column a few years ago, but in differ-
ent form. If you don’t know an answer, you will find
it on page 8. Please share your new knowledge with
your neighbors, fellow congregants, and especially
the people of Chelm.

1. At the end of May this year we celebrate Sha-
vuot. Along with Passover and Sukkot, this is one of
the three agricultural pilgrimage festivals mentioned
in the Torah. Shavuot commemorates the anniver-
sary of the day the Torah was given to Moses on
Mount Sinai, and the marking of God’s special
covenant with the Jewish people. In Deuteronomy
29, Moses tells the assembled people of Israel: “Nei-
ther with you only do I make this covenant and this
oath, but with him that stands here with us the day,
and also with him that is not here with us this
day.” There is a lovely rabbinic interpretation of the
latter, emphasized portion of this verse. Who are
these people not on Sinai that day that are included
in the Mosaic covenant?

2. Many commentators have noted the cultural
affinities between Buddhism and Judaism. This con-
nection has even given rise to Zen Judaism, whose
spirit is caught in simple, metaphysical aphorisms
such as these:

* The journey of a thousand miles begins

with a single “oy.”

o If there is no self, whose arthritis is this?

In a slightly more serious vein, the spiritual
leader of Buddhism, the Dalai Lama, has actually
sought the company of several Jewish leaders. He
expressly wanted to discuss a very important and
immediate issue for him and his followers. What do
you suppose that issue is? Judaism grappled with a
similar issue almost two millennia ago and the Dalai
Lama wanted to know how it was “solved.”

3. Congregation Beth Elohim (ne Rodolph Sha-
lom) may be the oldest synagogue in Acton, but

there are many older in the Boston area. The congre-
gation of Ohabei Shalom was founded in 1842 as the
first Jewish congregation in this area. Ten years later
they built the second New England synagogue,
dedicating it on March 26, 1852; only Newport,
Rhode Island’s famous Touro Synagogue, dating
from 1763, is older. In the mid-1800s when the first
Boston synagogue was being established, the Jewish
community of Boston was barely visible, numbering
fewer than 100 families. (A few decades later came
the substantial Eastern European migrations that
spawned major Jewish centers throughout the Bos-
ton area). In which neighborhood do you suppose
this first Boston synagogue was built: the North
End, Roxbury, Brookline, Dorchester, the South End,
the West End, or Chelsea? All of these have been
home to large Jewish communities. And for extra
credit, did Ohabei Shalom, like the older Touro, sub-
scribe to Sephardic traditions? !

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Adult Education Committee News There are so, so many other wonderful things to
Waky learn about Shavuot. Why do we read the Book of

Shavuot is a holiday which has lost a lot of its
importance in modern times by the simple fact of its
placement in our secular calendar, whose rhythms
are so focused around the academic year. Just as we
hold fewer Shabbat services in the summer, holidays
which are close to the end of the school cycle or
those which actually occur in the “vacation” months
(e.g. Tisha B’Av) often slip off the radar. In Biblical
times, Shavuot was considered one of the Shalosh
Regalim, the three pilgrimage holidays on which
Jews would walk to Jerusalem to make sacrifices at
the Temple (hence “regalim,” which means legs, as
in walking). The three are Sukkot, Pesach and Sha-
vuot. And although they all maintain significant
connections to events in our history, they were also
tied to agricultural cycles. Historically, Sukkot, with
its temporary booths is significantly connected to the
wanderings in the desert after the Exodus; Pesach,
so clear at this time of year, of course, recounts the
Exodus itself; and Shavuot recalls the receiving of
Torah at Mt. Sinai, the quintessential covenant be-
tween the Jewish people and God. The agricultural
connections focus on various harvests: Sukkot the
final fall harvest; Passover the first barley harvest,
and Shavuot the wheat harvest and celebration of
first fruits.

In fact, the Bible identifies Shavuot only in this
way. It is often linked with Passover as a kind of clo-
sure to the spring harvesting. Shavuot, which is the
plural of shavua (we say, shavua tov, at the end of
Havdallah, “have a good week”) means weeks. It is
after counting a week of weeks (7 x 7 = 49 days) after
Passover that we celebrate Shavuot on the 50th day.
For Christians, the word Pentecost is used, which is
Greek for 50 (like Pentagon is that funny building in
Washington with 5 sides).

Because of its Rabbinic connection to Torah,
Shavuot also became a significant holiday focused
on study. The medieval Kabbalists, remembering
midrashic material concerning how the Israelites
were kept up all night by thundering and lightning
the night before the revelation at Sinai, introduced
the custom of staying up all night Erev Shavuot in
study and prayer to prepare for the holiday. It is said
that on this night, God is especially tuned in to hear
our prayers. In many liberal communities, since the
19th century, Shavuot is also a time for Confirma-
tion, a connection for young adults to affirm their
Jewish studies in a kind of graduation process.

Ruth on this holiday? Are there special foods eaten
with which to celebrate? (Of course, what would a
Jewish holiday be without connections to food?).
What is the meaning of counting the Omer, the pe-
riod between Passover and Shavuot? What other
mitzvot are traditional at this time of year?

If you are interested in learning more about this
holiday, come study with us! In a mini version of the
all-nighter which was described above, our own
Tikkun L’el Shavuot is a fun celebration of learning
between the end of Confirmation and midnight. We
will engage in answering some of these questions in
story, song and discussion, led by both lay and pro-
fessional members of our community. And, of
course, we will eat cheesecake (that’s a hint for the
question above regarding special foods).

Please come and join us for this annual ritual, on
the evening of May 28th. It's a lot of fun and you’ll
learn so much. Let’s put Shavuot back on the map of
our lives. If you would like to bring something to
our table to teach, please be in touch with me over
the next month or so.

And as the “academic” year is winding down,
the Adult Education Committee will be busy plan-
ning for next year. If you have ideas for program-
ming or special events, please let us know! Or better
yet, join us in the creation of new and exciting
events, lectures, courses, trips, etc. We meet every 4
to 6 weeks and the Adult Education Committee staff
are great folks. I want to make sure I thank them for
this year’s commitment and hard work; it's been a
pleasure to partner with all of you: Bob Becker, Bar-
bara Bender, Bob Ferrara, Sal Lopes, Roz Malin, Lois
Rosenfeld, Karen Siegel, and, of course, my cochair,
Deena Ferrara. !

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Answers For the People of Chelm

and Any Other Curious Souls

1. Many rabbis interpret Deuteronomy 29 this
way: every Jew ever to be born was at Mt. Sinai
with Moses when the covenant was given. We are
all included among those who are “not here with
us this day.” Just as we are all personally liberated
from slavery on Passover, so each Jew is a direct
participant in the establishment of the covenant on
Shavuot.

2. The Dalai Lama wanted to learn from Jew-
ish leaders how Judaism succeeded in maintaining
a faith and tradition when forcibly uprooted from
its homeland. In Judaism’s case, the uprooting oc-
curred over a thousand years ago when the Jews
were forced out of Israel after the Bar Kochba up-
rising against the Roman Empire. For the Dalai
Lama, the immediate problem today is how can
Buddhism succeed and flourish away from Tibet.
Before the Chinese government forced him out in
1959, the current Dalai Lama (the 14th) and his
predecessors have, since the 17th century, headed
both the Tibetan Government and the Buddhist
community, from the Tibetan capital of Lhasa.

The Dalai Lama is, in a sense, shaping the
modern Buddhist Diaspora. In the process, he has

become the world’s most travelled religious
leader, even stopping in Boston often. On April
30th, he is coming again to MIT. We are grateful to
him for seeking peace in the world, and to Ellen
Valade for passing along the Zen Judaism gems.
And we close with a final one: “Wherever you go,
there you are. Your luggage is another story.”

3. Today Ohabei Shalom occupies a magnifi-
cent Byzantine building on Beacon Street in Brook-
line. This is Boston’s oldest congregation, founded
in 1842, in what is today the Theatre District of the
South End. They built Boston’s first synagogue in
1852 on Warrenton Street (then called just Warren
Street), which runs off Stuart Street between Char-
les and Tremont. The next home for Ohabei Sha-
lom, from 1863-1886, situated diagonally opposite
from the first synagogue, was the building that
now houses the Charles Playhouse on Warrenton
Street. In 1887 the congregation moved to still
larger quarters further into the South End. And in
1928 they moved to their current site in Brookline.
The Touro Synagogue was found by descendants
of Spanish and Portuguese Jews, who had arrived
in Newport as early as 1658. Boston's was estab-
lished by recently arrived German and Polish
Ashkenazi Jews.

Summer Lay-lead Services

In anticipation of Summer and all of the won-
derful things that brings, I ask you to consider tak-
ing an active role in the continuation of lay-lead
services at CBE. While the dates and specifics are not
yet firm, I am comfortable in anticipating that there
will be several opportunities for individuals to lead
a service and/or deliver a d’var Torah. Generally
speaking these opportunities will occur on Friday
evenings during the mid-June through August time
period. However, there is a possibility that a Satur-
day morning might also be available.

What's involved in leading a service? You are in
charge. You may follow the outline from a sample
service which has already been assembled, or you
may assemble your own service. As the leader, you
direct the congregation to the specific pages, prayers
etc. I'm pretty certain that in addition to Hebrew,
G-d also understands English.

What's involved in delivering a d’var Torah?

Generally the subject is related to the weekly por-
tion. However, there is wide latitude and within the
parameters of civility and sanctity it is pretty much
wide-open. You deliver a short summary of the par-
shah or your chosen subject. The presentation
should run approximately 10 -12 minutes.

Have concerns about public speaking? Lay-lead
services are low stress events. Remember, it is the
end of the week and people are anxious to de-stress.
There are no grades. There are no recorders. The at-
tendees are non-judgmental, attentive, cooperative,
interested, appreciative, and want you to succeed.

You may lead a service, deliver a d’var Torah, do
both at the same service or do one at a one service
and the other at a different service. In the past, indi-
viduals that only wanted to do one part, partnered
with someone else who wanted to do the other part.

Have a birthday during the summer? Leading a
service or delivering a d’var Torah is a good oppor-
tunity to observe it.

As Jews, we live by two calendars. Of course,
there is the calendar on the wall, where we keep
track of our daily activities, upcoming events, and
friends’ and family birthdays. This is our secular
calendar. It gives us the dates for Thanksgiving,
Mother’s Day, and other national holidays, and we
overlay it with reminders of school vacations or our
next outing with friends. This calendar helps us de-
fine our day-to-day lives as individuals, families,
and citizens.

We also live by the Jewish calendar. If our secu-
lar calendar helps us keep track of what we do, the
Jewish calendar helps us keep track of who we are.
It forms our year into a cycle of work and rest, cele-
bration and remembrance, and gatherings with fam-
ily and friends. Its aim is to bind us as a community
and a people, and to give meaning to the ongoing
passage of time.

I am writing this just after the havdalah candle
marking the close of Passover has gone out. While I
am truly savoring every bite of my first piece of
pizza in over a week, I am also feeling a bit of wist-
fulness. I will miss the people, emotions, thoughts,
and tastes that come with Passover. For many of us,
Passover brings a sense of anticipation and excite-
ment—it is our reunion with family, friends, seder
rituals, and matzah balls.

flection and raised consciousness: What choices and
decisions can we make this year to help us find our
way out of Mitzrayim (Mitzrayim, the Hebrew word
for Egypt, also means the “narrow” places, the
places in our lives that bind us and hold us back)? I
wonder how I can hold onto the smells and sights,
stories and songs that remind me that I want to live
my life as a journey toward faith and freedom.

Yet one holiday moves past and makes room for
another. Our next festival, Shavuot—when we will
once again gather together as a community to learn,
celebrate Torah, and sing—is not far away. For the
Jewish calendar is marked by times for joy, mourn-
ing, reflection, and remembering. The passage of
time moves us from one communal celebration or
commemoration to the next. Together, we acknowl-
edge significant moments in our history, mark the
rebirth of seasons, grieve over the loss of loved ones,
and share our present hopes and joys.

In Hebrew, the days of the week are given num-
bers, anticipating and counting up toward Shabbat.
(For example, Sunday is called “Yom Rishon,” the
“First Day,” and Friday is called “Yom Shishi”, the
“Sixth Day.” Interestingly, only Shabbat has its own
name.) In this same way, the days and months of the
year are infused with the joy and meaning we glean
from our festivals, and lit by the anticipation we feel
as we look toward our next celebration.

I wish you a rejuvenating spring. !

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Visiting Mayyim Hayyim

This past fall, with my 7th grade Hebrew school
class, I visited the Newton mikveh, Mayyim Hayyim,
as a learning experience. Mayyim Hayyim means
“living waters” and a mikveh is a place where people
come to refresh themselves and feel spiritually pure
and clean. A mikveh is a Jewish ritual bath with many
purposes. Some of them are: for conversion to Juda-
ism, before getting married, monthly visits for
women, before becoming a Bar or Bat Mitzvah, be-
fore a Jewish holiday, or to mark a major milestone
or transition in some one’s life. The way I inter-

preted it was to get a fresh start before a major
event.

In a way, you are recognizing that this is a spe-
cial time and you want to be as good and pure as
you can be. I thought having a mikveh to go to was
very considerate and thoughtful because a lot of
times, when something special in my life is going to
happen, I feel like I should really be able to become
spiritually clean and refreshed and a mikveh is defi-
nitely the place to do that.

The whole experience of going to a mikveh
seemed so welcoming. The mikveh guides were very
accommodating which makes the experience so
comfortable. Respect for a person’s modesty is im-
portant at Mayyim Hayyim.

Something I learned about going to the mikveh
was the preparation process. When guests arrive in
the very welcoming and beautiful facility, they take
time to thoroughly clean themselves in preparation
for immersion. It is very important that you are to-
tally clean, including cleaning under your finger-
nails and shampooing your hair so that when you
enter the mikveh, the water is able to touch every
part of your body. After prayers are recited and the
mikveh guide feels you have immersed fully, the

guide pronounces the immersion “kasher.”

Going to the mikveh was a great experience—I
learned so much more about this wonderful Jewish
tradition that I hadn’t known before. !
